The Major Crime Unit is under the leadership of Chief Investigator Josh York. There are three more investigators that work in this unit; Investigator Tony Blackwell, Investigator Scott Tarrant, Investigator Jake Fowler.
The Major Crimes Unit handles all felony cases including theft of property, burglary, assaults, homicides, crimes against children and some drug cases to name a few. All of these cases that the investigators work occur in the county’s jurisdiction as well as some municipalities.  Approximately 3500 cases were worked by the investigators with a closure rate of around 60% in the year 2015.

Investigators work closely with other law enforcement officers from other agencies in our county and surrounding counties, The Children’s Advocacy Center, Department of Human Resources, Alabama Department of Forensic Sciences and the District Attorney’s Office.

[image: ]Captain Stanley Hollingsworth has been promoted to Assistant Chief Deputy. Hollingsworth went to Jacksonville Police Academy in the 27th Session and graduated in June of 1977. In January 2000, Hollingsworth was hired back by the DeKalb County Sheriff’s Office to implement Courthouse Security at the DeKalb County Courthouse. In 2007, Hollingsworth was promoted by Sheriff Jimmy Harris to the position of Lieutenant of patrol division. In 2009, Hollingsworth was promoted to Captain of the Patrol Division with the responsibilities of being over all the uniformed patrol division, working closely with Sheriff Harris. He also worked closely with all the Investigators and assisted them whenever they needed the patrol division to help them. 
Another promotion was Investigator Josh York was promoted to Chief Investigator. York started his career at Scottsboro City Police Department in 2001 where he worked till he was hired by the DeKalb County Sheriff’s Office in 2006. When he first started at the Sheriff’s Office he was a School Resource Officer for the DeKalb County School System. He then transferred to 2nd shift as a road Deputy where he was later promoted by Sheriff Harris to Sergeant and then later gained rank of Lieutenant. In 2011 York was promoted to investigation where he works both criminal and narcotic related crimes. 

Sex Offenders Registration
The Sex Offender Registration Division registers all criminal sex offenders who reside or work inside DeKalb County. County Sex Offenders (excluding Fort Payne City) must register every three months with Offender Compliance Specialist Nina Haney, who uses a system networked through the State of Alabama to assist her in keeping up with these individuals.  We do monthly checks on these registered individuals to confirm that the residence and work information they provide is correct. 

We believe that maintaining diligence in our requirements and checks is an important factor in keeping our children, other potential victims, and the community as a whole as safe as possible.
